
The Position 
 

Schenectady County is currently recruiting for a Public Health Assistant. This position involves ex-

tensive in-person contact with members of the community to convey knowledge and understanding 

of community service available to help members develop a sense of responsibility for their own 

health. The incumbent will be responsible for outreach activities, coordination of services for families 

and assistance with specific health care, social, educational and employment activities and referrals.  

The ability to clearly communicate and maintain courteous relationships with the public and other 

County Departments both orally and in written format is required.   

 

NOTE: This position will be part of the NYS HELPS Program and no Civil Service examination 

will be required. Candidates can be eligible for consideration by meeting the minimum qualifi-

Qualifications 
Candidates must possess the following minimum qualifications to be considered: 
 

A. Possession of an Associate Degree awarded by a college accredited by a regional, national, or 

specialized agency recognized as an accrediting agency by the U.S. Department of Education/

U.S. Secretary of Education in Public Health or a related field and one year of experience in pub-

lic health, health care, community outreach, customer service or education or a similar related 

field.; OR 

B. Graduation from high school or possession of a high school equivalency diploma and three (3) 

years of experience in public health, health care, community outreach, customer service or edu-

cation or a similar related field 
 

Note: Volunteer experience, part-time work and internship experience will be accepted on a pro-

rated basis.
